Kindergarten: A child must be five years old on or before September 1st to enroll.

Pre-Kindergarten: A child must be four years old on or before September 1st and meet one of the following qualifications:

e Qualifies for the Free/Reduced Lunch Program

e Unable to speak or comprehend the English Language

e Has been or is in a Foster Care System

o Meets the definition of Homeless

e Child of a member of an active military family or member of a military family whose parent was injured or killed while serving
on active duty.

e Child of a person eligible for the Star of Texas Award as:

a. A peace officer under Section 3106.002, Government Code;
b. A firefighter under section 3106.003, Government Code;
c.  Anemergency medical first responder under Section 3106.004, Government Code.

Required Immunizations:

e For DPT, DTap, Dt, Td, Tdap: For K-6% gr: 5 doses DPT vaccine, 1 dose must have been received on or after 4t birthday. 4 doses meet the
requirement if the 4t dose was received on or after 4t birthday. For students 7 years and older, 3 doses meet requirement if 1 dose
received on or after 4% birthday.

For 7th grade: 1 dose of Tdap is required if at least 5 years have passed since the last dose of tetanus-containing vaccine.
For 8th -12th grade: 1 dose of Tdap is required when 10 years have passed since the last dose of tetanus-containing vaccine.
Td is acceptable in place of Tdap if a medical contraindication to pertussis exists.

e For Polio: For K-12t" grade: 4 doses of polio; 1 dose must be received on or after the 4t birthday. However, 3 doses meet the requirement
if the 37 dose was received on or after the 4" birthday.

e For MMR: For K-12t grade: 2 doses are required with the 1 dose received on or after the 1+ birthday. Students vaccinated prior to 2009
with 2 doses of measles and one dose each or rubella and mumps satisfy this requirement.

e For Hep B: For students aged 11-15 years, 2 doses meet the requirement if adult hepatitis B vaccine (Recombivax) was received. Dosage
(10mcg/1.0ml) and type of vaccine (Recombivax) must be clearly documented. If Recombivax was not the vaccine received, a 3-dose series
is required.

e For Varicella: For K-12t": 2 doses are required. The 1%t dose of varicella must be received on or after the 1¢* birthday.

e For Meningococcal: For 7th-12th gr: 1 dose of quadrivalent meningococcal conjugate vaccine is required on or after the student’s it
birthday. NOTE: If a student received the vaccine at 10 years of age, this will satisfy the requirement.

o For Hep A: The 1%t dose of Hepatitis A must be received on or after the 1%t birthday. For K-10th grade: 2 doses are required.
